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I.In accordance with MCU General Provisions for Study, all undergraduate students must pass the
requirements for Service-Learning, English Proficiency, Information Technology Proficiency, Chinese
Proficiency, Sports Ability, and Basic Professional Skills in order to graduate.
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2.Students have to take at least 12 core elective credits before graduation; it should include at least one subject
from “Social Sciences” , one subject from “Natural Sciences & Mathematics” , one subject from

“Humanity & Arts” , one subject from “Cross Field General Education Category” , one subject from
“free selective”
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3.0ther elective courses in this graduation framework are limited to 9 credits.
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4.Additional course credits in general education courses, teacher education program and non-graduation
framework courses that cannot be counted in the total number of credits required for obtaining a
Bachelor’ s degree.
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5.The newly added elective courses in this academic year can be applied retroactively to students who entered
the university prior to the 2025-2026 academic year.
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6.If students need to repeat a required course, the chair of the department can assign other courses which have
the same course name or the same content as a substitute. These courses can be counted toward graduation
credit.
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7.Pr0fes510nal electlves must be selected at least 60 credit hours.
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8. Graduating students and students in the extended study period who did not pass required courses of Physical
Education can waive a maximum of two (2) required Physical Education courses by passing
Comprehensive Physical Education I, Comprehensive Physical Education II. This regulation is applicable
for those admitted in and prior to 2020-21 academic year.
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9.If International students, overseas students or students from Hong Kong and Macao are not good at Chinese,
they can take the courses of Basic Chinese I & II through International College instead of taking Chinese
Literature: Appreciation and Creative Writing I & II. This regulation can be applied to students who
entered the university prior to the 2021-22 academic year.
